How do I vote? 
Only voting members with a valid e-mail address on record as of May 15, 2009, 
will receive an electronic signature via e-mail starting June 15. The election will 
close on Thursday, August 13, 2009, at 5 PM EST.  The email will contain a link 
to the voting site. If you are eligible to vote and have not received an electronic 
signature by June 19, you may contact ASCE Customer Service at 800-548-ASCE 
(2723) and request that one be provided. No electronic signatures may be 
provided on the phone, so a valid e-mail address is needed. 
 
Election ballots will also be sent to the address of record for all eligible voting 
members by the election vendor, Survey and Ballot Systems. The election ballot 
will not be included in ASCE News this year, but the biographical, vision 
statements and other information will be published in the June issue. 
 
Who is eligible to vote?  
Members at the grade of associate and above who are current on membership 
dues as of May 15 are eligible to vote in the national election. Students, Affiliate 
and Institute-only members are not eligible to participate in the election. Only 
members of ASCE and an Institute are eligible to vote for the Technical Region 
Director.
